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In further expanding the Competition the Society will continue, in addition to the
Overall points tally, a point score scheme for each National Variety plus separate
classes for Saddleback, Dark Eyed Clear and Darkwing with one combined class for
Suffused Yellow/White and Grey Yellow/Grey White.
